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As most of you know I was out at the beginning of August with my
daughter, Kaitlyn, for surgery on her left hand. I want to thank all of
your for keeping my family in your thought and prayers. All of your well
wishes were greatly appreciated in our time of uncertainty:.

In reflecting on Kaitlyn’s procedure it reminded me how lucky we are to
have a free enterprise healthcare system. I want to take this opportunity
to share our experience so that you can remind consumers of how
fortunate we are to have the opportunity to see physicians quickly and
have the care we need without question. These privileges, which we are
accustomed, could go away should our country adopt a single payer
system.
